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BOTAI HORSE-BREEDERS VS YAMNAYA MIGRANTS: WHO WON?

Abstract

Aim. The article is a brief review of the main historiographic tendencies and is devoted to the period
of globalization in the Eurasian steppes — the period of formation and domination of the elite clans of
the Eneolithic and Early Bronze Age.

Methodology. Based on the data of population genetics, radiocarbon dating and graphic sources, the
author substantiates the model of population interaction in the Kazakh Steppe and Turkestan.
Results. On the basis of the well-known innovations of horse equipment, carts, and other means of
transport and success in domestication of horses and horse-riding, the main vectors of communica-
tions of the population and general trends in the development of the ethnocultural situation in this
period are considered.

Research implications. The noted factors and features of a complex model of communication and
interaction of ancient societies in the steppe Eurasia, which at different stages of the historical pro-
cess constantly demonstrate the inevitable hegemony or expansion of small, but progressive clans,
that obtain advanced innovations and are subordinate to ethnic identity.

Introduction

The role of migration in the history of
human civilization has always been very im-
portant. It is enough to recall how migrants
globally changed the life of entire continents
in North or South America, in Australia,
how they are changing the foundations today
in Europe, in the former post-Soviet space or
during the Soviet era, when the «virgin epic»
radically changed the Kazakh steppe. Obvi-
ously, similar historical phenomena took
place in antiquity.

With regard to the ancient communities
of the steppe livestock breeders of Eurasia,
there is a specificity: in contrast to the clas-
sical scheme of exchanges and migrations,
when a settled, farming-oriented society
builds a geographically fixed map of its com-
munications with other communities, then
mobile, livestock-oriented communities
form a mobile map such external, constantly
changing communications, which is much
more difficult to fix (fig. 1).

In the pre-literate period, any steppe ar-
chaeological culture (hereinafter - AC, au-
thor’s note), in relation to mobile livestock
breeders, is a rather arbitrary concept, an
attribute of the professional vocabulary of
archaeologists and reflects the originality of
mass artifacts of material culture: ceramics
and its ornamentation, handicrafts, weap-
ons, hunting, funeral rites, characteristic of a
certain territory (ecological niche).

In other words, any AC identified in the
steppe regions, due to its natural limitations
and the paucity of other types of information
sources, captures only an insignificant part
of the artifacts and data that have survived to
this day in ancient graves and very rare set-
tlements. As soon as we enter a new stage in
the process of cognition — we are trying to
reach the level of reconstruction of histori-

cal, social processes based on archaeological
materials, or in this case — the reconstruction
of the earliest channels of communication,
the features of the processes of ethno- and
cultural genesis, we inevitably encounter
these natural limitations [25, pp. 17-18].

In the process of forming external com-
munication channels, the object of the com-
munication channel itself is of exceptional
importance — that for which and on the basis
of which this channel is created. As a rule,
these are innovative items, technologies (tra-
ditions), objects that are created (born) on
a monopoly basis either by society itself, or
may be absent in the practical life of society
or cannot be produced due to insufficiently
developed knowledge, skills and lack of ap-
propriate technologies and the necessary raw
materials (fig. 2-4). In order to obtain such
important goods and knowledge, already at
the dawn of their existence, ancient com-
munities builts exchange channels that were
very significant in their length, even by mod-
ern standards.

This article is devoted to one of these
migrations, which took place at the begin-
ning and throughout 3rd mill. BCE. In the
history of mankind, this was one of the first
such long and large transcontinental migra-
tions of Yamnaya (Pit’s) breeders and other,
probably genetically related clans (produc-
tion groups) — that is, families of close rela-
tives, Chemurchek, Catacomb appearance
from the western limits of the steppe Eurasia
to the east of the continent, which today is
fixed by modern methods of archaeology,
linguistics and population genetics.

Materials and methods

The model of the constant confrontation
between the nomadic world of the barbar-
ians and the first Chinese and other settled

States for a long time remained in historiog-
raphy the only one explanatory concept of
the interaction of peoples in Turkestan and
Central Asia as a whole, interpreting such in-
teraction exclusively from the standpoint of
military expansion and robberies. In recent
years, new materials and studies have led to
a significant revision of this approach [27].
First of all, this is due to the gene revo-
lution - the success of population genetics,
which managed to decipher the human ge-
nome and, accordingly, the ability to trace
the origin of individual haplogroups by
DNA analysis, including the territorial one.

In combination with traditional methods for
studying ethno-cultural processes: anthro-
pological, written (if any), archaeological,
paleolinguistic, etc., a new powerful tool ap-
pears for studying individual human popula-
tions, their origin, as well as the dynamics of
ethno-cultural processes that took place over
a significant period of time and territories.
This tool is also relevant for studying
such complex phenomena as migration and
territorial settlement of individual ethnic
groups and the languages they spoke. How-
ever, this tool is far from perfect. Just as it
was once said in relation to the radiocarbon

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revolution of dating in archaeology, these
new method of population genetics must
be applied on a significant series of samples,
with the necessary degree of verification and
caution, which inevitably requires significant
resources and unprecedented cooperation of
researchers. Only in combination with tra-
ditional methods does it become possible to
reconstruct specific historical processes and
migrations as part of this.

Discussion

Genetic data on the origin of domestic
animals: horses, goats, dogs, camels, bulls,
and other species also make it possible to
verify the overall picture of the most ancient
population migrations in steppe Eurasia
[10], which allows us to consider the devel-
opment of animal husbandry and the stages
of distribution of individual species of do-
mestic animals throughout the continent.

To clarify the chronological position of
historical, migration and communication
processes during this period, synchroniza-
tion of datings in geographical regions that
are significantly remote from each other on
the basis of large series of calibrated radio-
carbon dates makes it possible. At the same
time, pictorial monuments act as markers
of population migrations due to their geo-
graphical position fixed on the rock art sites
of Central Asia (fig. 2-4), in contrast to the
movement of things, which spread mainly as
a result of robbery, exchanges or trade.

Figurative monuments, primarily petro-
glyphs on rocks, make it possible to verify
the essence and nature of communications
and migrations, their probable ethno-cul-
tural affiliation, which, in turn, determines
the presence of certain population groups in
a particular geographical region in a certain
period of time, in cases when it is possible
to date these rock carvings and the archaeo-
logical sites left by these groups, and the geo-
graphical distribution of similar signs of the
same pictorial series (code) or specific pic-
torial traditions may indicate the territorial
movements of a particular clans or commu-
nities with its own identity [24-25; 27].

The specifics of migrations [24] consists
in the natural development of vast new terri-
tories of the continent, primarily as pastures
for domestic animals. The reproduction of
the livestock of which, in turn, is the key
to the development and prosperity of these
societies. Such a natural and harmonious
model of the territorial settlement of com-
munities in the steppe, often not at all simi-
lar to migration, but rather similar to clas-
sical nomadism, most fully corresponds to
the archaeological data accumulated today.
There is no reason to consider this process as
a military and aggressive expansion and sei-
zure of foreign territories with all the horrors
of forced assimilation and genocide [20-21].

Results

Thus, according to the latest data of pop-
ulation genetics, the Bronze Age in the his-
tory of human civilization seems to be the
Era in which globalization first occurred on
the Eurasian continent and the existing gene
pool of the population of this continent was
formed. The most advanced innovations in-
vented in Mesopotamia quickly spread over
vast territories, communication channels
were established through which these new
inventions spread to the most remote regions
of the Eurasian continent [24, pp. 170-184,
308-315; 25, pp. 34-39, 109-120].

Population genetics data make it possi-
ble to trace the contributions of individual
groups to the overall ethno-cultural situ-
ation and identify the migrations of some
individual societies, carriers of these inno-
vations [1; 7; 17], or trace the migration of
pathogenic viruses (for example, hepatitis B
or bubonic plague) and their carriers since
ancient times.

On the basis of archaeological, visual and
linguistic data, such a migration of the steppe
population to the east of the continent, now
confirmed by the conclusions of population
geneticists, was assumed by many research-
ers [28, p.215], was defined by its ethnic
character as Proto-Tocharian [25, pp. 206-
250] and took place no later than the first
quarter of 3" mill. BCE [22, pp. 128-133].
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Despite the existing similarity, all Ka-
zakhstan and Altai sites differ significantly
from the Chemurchek kurgans of Mongolia
and Xinjiang (Alkabek group of sites — 19—
18" centuries BCE), which, however, is typi-
cal of any long-term migration. In this re-
gard, it is possible to speak only about their
belonging to a single circle of sites, which
also includes some Okunevo, Elunino and
related West Siberian, Altai (Karakol), South
Siberian and West Mongolian complexes.
Almost simultaneously (26"-22" centuries
BCE) in the east of Europe, the cultures of
the Catacomb community experienced the
middle and late periods of their existence —
the Ingul, Late Donetsk, Middle Don, Volga-
Don, East and West Manych and Poltavka
cultures [22, pp. 133-134].

The next stage in the history of the
population of Northen Eurasia in the early
Bronze Age is associated with the Elunino
and Chemurchek sites. Almost simultane-
ously with the Elunino complexes in Eastern
Kazakhstan, there were sites attributed to
the Chemurchek cultural phenomenon and
which are associated with the alleged migra-
tion of Prototocharians to East Turkestan
[14]. The starting point of this migration is
determined in the south of France; the final
one is in East Turkestan [15, pp. 50-55].

In the first half of 3* mill. BCE in the
Kazakh steppe, its northern and eastern
limits, monuments of Botai, Surtanda, Yam-
naya-Afanasievo, Elunino, Chemurchek,
and also some other cultural types were re-
corded. The anthropological appearance of
the population during this period is exclu-
sively Caucasoid, which is superimposed by
various substrates of western steppe origin
(13, pp. 437-445].

According to most researchers, at the
turn of 3"-2 mill. BCE, in the very first
centuries of 2™ mill. BCE, Andronovo sites
appeared in North Eurasia and possibly later
- in Semirechye/Zhetysu, in Xinjiang, in Uz-
bekistan and Tajikistan, in Western Siberia
and in the Minusinsk Basin [8; 12; 20]. At the
same time, the Okunevo culture appeared on
the Middle Yenisei, and the late stage of the

Odinovo culture began in the Baraba forest-
steppe area.

In parallel with the cultural formations
listed above, the Tashkovo culture existed
on the territory of the Tobol region (bor-
der of 3"-27 mill. BCE), and in Central
and Northern Kazakhstan - the Nurtai and
Petrovka cultures. These formations are on
the whole synchronous with the Sintashta
and late post-Catacomb formations of East-
ern Europe: Lola and Babinskaya cultures,
the Krivolukskaya cultural group, and the
Pokrovsky-type monuments of Srubnaya
community [8; 22, pp. 135].

A new wave of settlers was reflected in the
recent data of paleogenetics on the Sintashta
genotype, confirming the genetic relation-
ship of the Sintashta population with clans
from the western regions of the Eurasian
steppe, which can be explained both by their
migration from the western regions and by
the genetic common relationship with their
earlier Yamnaya relatives of the first wave
of migration. And who settled here several
generations before the Sintashta time and
successfully developed in new territories on
their own, mixing with the aboriginal popu-
lation. Population genetics does not confirm
the relationship of the Sintashta with any
population groups in Anatolia or other re-
gions of Asia, which definitely indicates their
steppe, West Eurasian origin [1; 7] and does
not support the hypothesis of their migra-
tion from Anatolia [11].

Monuments of the Sintashta-Petrovka
type (in our understanding, early Androno-
vo, corresponding to the initial stage of the
formation of the Andronovo cultural and
historical community) contain a convincing
series of evidence that the population was fa-
miliar with the horse-drawn chariot (fig. 4)
[3, pp. 215-228; 6; 18; 19, pp. 40-65].

The total interval of Sintashta - Petro-
vka dates obtained to 2010-1770 (68,2%) or
2200-1650 (95,4%) BCE, can be synchro-
nized with the Old Babylonian Kingdom no
later than the reign of Hammurabi (1848-
1806 according to the long chronology). The
appearance of the Mitanni chariot complex
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can be dated to the 17th century BCE and
is associated with the conquests of the Indo-
European population groups that migrated
to Mesopotamia from the north. The be-
ginning of the Second Intermediate Period
in the Egyptian radiocarbon chronology is
dated to 1746-1645 (68,2%) or 1871-1616
(95,4%) BCE. Completion can be dated be-
tween 1596-1582 (68%) BCE or 1601-1573
BCE [5, pp. 274-285].

In the very south of Central Asia, in Mar-
giana and Bactria, complex ethnocultural
processes also took place associated with
the communications of the population of
the steppes, Harappa and the Middle East
[21]. The outpost of these communications
became: Sarazm [12, pp. 204-228], and es-
pecially Gonur-depe [26]. For the materials
of the last monument, there is a solid series
of 59 radiocarbon calibrated dates that de-
termine the time of existence of the Margian
capital within the 25"%-15" centuries BCE. Its
most intensive use was at the turn of 2000
BCE, and by 1500 BCE life on the monu-
ment ceased [30, pp. 166-179].

Discussion

In general, in the period of time con-
sidered above, Western migrants brought
a number of progressive innovations to the
life of local, autochthonous communities
(fig. 2-4). Thus, a feature of the livestock
economy of the population of Central Asia
in general and the Kazakh steppe itself, in
contrast to the previous, Botai time, is not
only the active use of horses, but also cattle,
sheep, goats and even dogs of Middle East-
ern breeds. Groups of pastoralists migrating
from the west (clans, production groups such
as a large patriarchal family) include the lo-
cal autochthonous population in the orbit of
their influence. At the same time, animal hus-
bandry was successfully combined with agri-
culture in those places where it was possible,
as evidenced by the found seeds of cultivated
plants and isotope analysis [23, pp. 23-34].

Subsequently, with the advent of a new
related western component, new waves of
transcontinental migrations and the global

movement of metal and tin [4], complexes
of the Elunino, Petrovka and other cultural
types are formed, oriented to local deposits
of tin, the main additive for artistic bronze
foundry. A new stage begins in Central
Asia - Andronovo, during which (the Mid-
dle Bronze Age) here, on the basis of innova-
tions in the use of the wheel brought from the
West, a light and fast two-horse chariot was
apparently invented, the progressive design
of which most optimally corresponded to
the use of a pair of horses as a draft strength
and maximum realization of the advantages
of the anatomy of these animals in teams in
comparison with previously used camels,
bulls or donkeys.

A similar chronology of the Seima-
Turbino, Sintashta and Abashevo complexes
is generally accepted. However, the burials of
the Sopka II site, containing metal of the Sei-
ma-Turbino type, date back to the last quar-
ter of the 3™ - the border of 312" mill. BCE
and clearly indicate the asynchrony of these
cultural phenomena. We consider the pro-
ducers of highly artistic Seima-Turbino items
to be the production groups of blacksmith
artisans, incorporated in various communi-
ties throughout the Eurasian steppe in the
Early Bronze Age, and who were the keep-
ers of the secrets of the complex bronze cast-
ing technology for casting advanced types of
weapons in molds with a blind sleeve. At the
same time, the natural geographical move-
ment of the Seima-Turbino artifacts should
not be surprising due to the already highly
developed communications of the popula-
tion during this period.

From the point of view of the develop-
ment of artistic, visual communications,
these datings are of exceptional importance,
since they determine the possible center of
the origin of this bronze casting tradition
and determine the dating of images in a
similar style on the rocks. It is in the Seima-
Turbino bronze casting tradition of artistic
casting that a feature of many horse sculp-
tures is an accentuated mane, in some cases
hanging over the head in the form of a bangs.
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The role of the horse during this period
has already been discussed in detail in a re-
cent review [29, pp. 198-215]. The situation
with the Seima-Turbino art objects (fig. 2-3)
can be explained using the latest data on the
genetics of ancient horse species [10; 16].
Thus, the Botai horses turned out to be the
ancestors of the Przewalski’s horse and are
genetically different from other breeds of the
equus cabalus species, which in later periods
of history were actively used by man in his
economic activities.

Such a dead-end branch in the process
of domestication and evolution: the Prze-
walski wild horse, apparently, was partially
domesticated in the Botai and actively used
in economic activities, including harnessing
to a chariot, and in later periods, as a result
of breed selection, import of horses from
other regions in Sintashta time, probably
leading its pedigree from tarpans, it lost in
the competitive struggle of species and again
became wild, remaining until recently in
large numbers in the area of its origin habitat
in its original, wild form as a special Asian
breed of mustangs, like the modern breed
of a short Mongolian horse, leading a semi-
wild existence and, as necessary, re-tamed
for economic needs.

Itislikely that the Botai horse was not com-
pletely domesticated in the modern sense of
this process, and did not reach the level when
the horse is no longer afraid to be outside the
herd, overcomes its inherent persistent herd
instinct and is independently and individu-
ally used for riding and wheeled transport.
As a result of this process, as unnecessary, it
returned to original state of a wild horse.

This assumption allows us to explain the
invention of snaftle-type headbands used by
the population of the Sintashta, Petrovka,
Alakul and other cultures to control draft
animals and containing cheek-pieces with
spikes as the main working tool, the effect of
which was very painful for the horse, both
separately and in combination with goads
found in synchronous archaeological sites.

The evolution of the horse bridle during
this period demonstrates their transforma-

tion from painful, snaffle-type bits to more
free and gentle types for horses, which can be
associated both with the types of horses used
in the harness and with the need to compen-
sate for shortcomings in their training. It is
noteworthy that according to the finds of this
type of cheek-pieces with spikes and goads
in graves and in settlements in the steppes of
Eurasia, it is possible to determine the time
of their existence exclusively within the first
half of the 2" millennium BCE (fig. 4). Lat-
er, this type of cheek-pieces transforms into
ordinary horse-head harness distributors or
rod cheek-pieces without any spikes that are
painful for the horse [6].

Figurative monuments and the mythol-
ogy of that time reflected in them help to
clarify the features of this process. In this re-
gard, the idea of the Indo-Europeans about
the horse as an animal alien, aggressive and
even hostile to them, which must be subju-
gated and which is clearly preserved in their
mythology, is interesting [2; 27].

This plot is recorded among different
peoples of Eurasia in several versions, but its
essence boils down to how a God molds fig-
ures of a Man and a Woman from clay, and
a horse or two horses, often winged, break
these figures. Then the Creator creates a dog
or two dogs that drive away these attacking
semi-wild horses and protect the first peo-
ple. The horse is punished - it is deprived
of wings and freedom, from now on it must
serve a person and be beaten.

The very desire of the horse to prevent
the creation of man is caused by the fear that
people will harness it and deprive it of free-
dom, because before the creation of man,
horses inhabited the earth and they were
free as the wind. The efforts of vicious horses
to trample Adam’s body made of clay were
in vain thanks to the dog, which has since
guarded the man as his closest friend. And
on the human body there was a mark on the
stomach - a navel, a mark from a hoof strike.

The distribution of this plot is recorded
everywhere on the Eurasian continent with
different interpretations of characters in the
regions, but with a single plot. It is assumed
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that this myth spread to the territory of In-
dia in the period from the beginning of the
2nd to the middle of the 1st millennium BCE
and is associated with the penetration of the
Indo-Europeans into the peninsula in 1900-
1200 BCE, which suggests its formation in
the Eurasian steppes in 3rd mill. BCE. The
lower limit of its appearance is determined
by the time of the domestication of the horse,
the upper limit by the penetration of the plot
into South Asia in 2000 BCE [2].

The role of the horse in this myth corre-
sponds to the idea of the complexity of the
process of taming it and using it in harness.
Obviously, at the initial stages of the domes-
tication of the horse, the communities of the
Indo-European root could not participate in
it, since it began earlier than their first at-
tempts to develop the steppe spaces of Eura-
sia at the beginning of the 3rd millennium
BCE. In teams at that time in the Eurasian
steppe and in Ciscaucasia, only bulls were
used.

Horses of a wild species — the Przhe-
walski’s horse or tarpan for clans in Eastern
Europe at that time were meat animals, an
important object of hunting. They naturally
tried to tame it (we are talking about the yet
unidentified species of ancestors of the true
horse - equus cabalus, probably tarpan)
and breed at that time exclusively for food.
Probably, on the Dnieper (Dereivka, Repin
Khutor) the tarpan and its descendants were
tamed, and on Botai at that time they experi-
mented with the Przhewalski horse instead
of the tarpan.

Only with the invention of light chariots
on a pair of horses and with the development
of wheeled innovations and means of con-
trolling a bronco horse — with cheek-pieces
of the snaffle type [6], at the turn of 3rd-2nd
mill. BCE, it became possible to harness the
Botai horse to a chariot, and only much later
- to actively use under the top in economic
and military practice already other breeds of
true horses, the most advanced in the process
of domestication, brought from the western
Eurasian steppes and crossed with the local
Kazakh breed, the selection of which is based

on the domestication of the species of Prz-
hewalski’s horse.

It is no coincidence that Yu. E. Berez-
kin identified a stable mythological idea of
a pair of horses (a pair of winged horses).
The fact of the discovery of a pair of horse
teams that pulled a light wagon became so
important, and the role of the horse so con-
tradictory and unpredictable (not yet fully
tamed) in this process, that this knowledge
was presented in a wonderful form, in the
form of this myth. It is also important that
this process took place through beating the
horse and causing it pain - a kind of verbal
instruction to relatives and members of so-
ciety — how to tame a horse and control it in
a harness.

Another important conclusion that
comes from the reconstructed myth is the
motive for punishing the antagonist horse -
the very fact of putting on the yoke and using
it in the cart (subjugating the rebellious) —
an act of submission and conversion for the
benefit of the one who conquered. This act
turned out to be so important that it was re-
flected in the mythological consciousness of
the majority of the peoples inhabiting Eura-
sia, and became a key plot in the Indo-Irani-
an pictorial and mythological traditions.

In addition, in the period under review,
in addition to external communications,
expressed in explicit migrations of certain
groups of the population, peculiar internal
communications developed, expressed in
the mythological and pictorial traditions
mentioned above, which we conventionally
called Yamnaya-Afanasievo and Andronovo
(25, pp. 208, 223; 28].

Conclusions

Thus, the waves of migration of Western
livestock breeders to the east of Eurasia from
the end of the 4th and during the entire 3rd
— the beginning of the 2™ millennium BCE
became one of the most striking, without
any reservations, a turning point in the his-
tory of Central Asia and humanity as a whole
(fig. 1). This time is characterized by a system
of interrelated innovations - technological,
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economic, social and ideological. The min-
eral wealth of the Ural-Kazakhstan and Al-
tai regions naturally determined them to be
one of the main centers for the extraction of
ore, additives and copper smelting, including
them in the widest network of cultural ties
and migrations of a pan-Eurasian scale from
Balkans to the China. A necessary condition
for the emergence and maintenance of such
communications was the development of
overland means of wheeled transport.

With the appearance in the first quarter
of 3rd mill. BCE Yamnaya (Pit’s), Afanasievo,
Chemurchek and later - Sintashta popula-
tion periodically, in waves coming from the
western steppes of Eurasia, global changes
occur in the Kazakh steppe, which lead not
only to the appearance here of progressive
forms of animal husbandry, developed met-
allurgy and development of ore sources, but
also to a change in the anthropological type
of the population (its genetic composition),
as well as some cult and religious ideas. It is
obvious that these innovations found their
expression in the new communications of
local communities and naturally reflected in
the fine and rock arts.

In this situation, it is not so important
who won in this confrontation between the
native Botai population and newcomers. It
is obvious that everyone has benefited, since
progress is evident in the development of key
activities of both settlers and local communi-
ties: a synergy that led to progress. Moreover,
this migration took place in the form of the
promotion of small production groups of
the population, which naturally perceived
many elements of local cultures, became the
local elite, but, ultimately, dissolved in them
through their local wives, changing the gene
pool of local communities.

The reason for these migrations may lie
in global natural disasters, in a significant
aridization of the climate, aggravated in the
southern regions by floods and volcanic
eruptions. But, it is obvious that their cause
also lies within the pre-state social and public
steppe structures that developed at that time
and their production units - self-sufficient

clans of blood relatives, who are socially at
the level of chiefdoms and began the struggle
for the redistribution of the previously estab-
lished system of pastures and water use, for
control over the traditional communications
prevailing in the steppe (crossings, pastures,
water sources, dominant heights, passes,
roads, etc.).

Many leaders of these clans began to un-
derstand that the resources of the ecological
niches in which their societies had success-
fully developed and bred up to that time,
in the conditions of demographic growth,
turned out to be completely insufficient.
Naturally, they came to the conclusion that
the well-being and bright future of new gen-
erations lies in the expansion of pastures
and living space for their fellow tribesmen.
Awareness of the extensive, or rather expan-
sionist, way of development and procreation
is an important motivating reason for these
migrations and the westward movement of
individual warlike and, of course, elite clans
with the most advanced innovations.

Such a militant, expansionist ideology
basically comes from the depths of the no-
madic mode of economic activity of these
communities and clans. But such an expan-
sion, which we are witnessing at that time,
was impossible without the active use of pro-
gressive innovations: revolutionary changes
could ensure such a large-scale advance-
ment, primarily in communications - in the
creation of universal sign systems (various
pictorial traditions and styles), which origi-
nated in the bowels of each communities and
determined its social structure and hierar-
chy, as well as in the economy and, above all,
in horse equipment, transport, new types of
bronze weapons and production tools.

Traditional horse breeding in the Kazakh
steppe obviously became the most advanced
type of economic activity, perhaps, in all of
Central Asia at that time and, undoubtedly,
was of considerable interest to warlike neigh-
bors, as a region providing massive supplies
of excellent and trained horses. The earliest
stages of horse domestication took place
here, the local population achieved signifi-
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cant success in breeding the Kazakh horse
breed in its native habitat - in Saryarka (Ka-
zkh steppe) and massively supplied trained
riding (chariot) horses to all its neighbors
and not only. Horses from the Kazakh Steppe
were actively used by the early nomads of
Altai; traditionally, for many centuries, local
horses were supplied to China, as narrated
by numerous Chinese written sources and
osteological data [9].

Probably, long before the Great Silk
Road, the Tin, and a little later, the Horse
Great Roads arose, the main vector of which,
rather, was directed not from China to the
west, but on the contrary — from the west,
from the steppe - to the east, to the territory
of the Great Chinese Plain. And control over
such strategically important territories un-
doubtedly provided geopolitical superiority
to precisely those elite clans that could lead
this process and were guaranteed to receive
excellent horses for their military campaigns
in the right quantity.

The history of communications and
the development of rock art in the Kazakh
steppe and Central Asia as a whole, as well as
megalithic, statuary, ornamental traditions,
very well corresponds to the ethnocultural
situation in the north of Central Asia and
coincides with significant population move-
ments recorded by archaeological methods
and written Chinese sources. Moreover, sta-
tionary pictorial monuments are markers of
such movements and geographically record
the presence of certain ethnic groups (clans
or communities) in a particular region, since
only the bearers of pictorial traditions them-
selves, the creators of petroglyphs, can move,
not a rock.

Recorded by archaeological and paleo-
genetic methods in the Eneolithic-Early
Bronze Age, the long migrations of the Yam-
naya-Afanasevo (or Chemurchek) popula-
tion to the east of the continent gave a pow-
erful impetus to the development of local
arts and were vividly reflected in local fine
art monuments — in petroglyphs and stone
sculptures. The advances of the Sintashta,
Seima-Turbino, and possibly the late Gonur

population in the Middle Bronze Age led to
a new surge in fine art — a bright Andronovo
pictorial and ornamental tradition arose.

Obviously, the historically formed com-
munication channels were quite stable, fixed
geographically, since they were tied to the
most convenient routes of movement in the
steppe and between valleys, along river val-
leys, to water sources, to traditional craft
(repair) centers, which later became caravan
cities, to passes, crossings, to food and rest
points, which later took shape in caravanse-
rais on traditional trade roads. Along them,
these trade roads, traditionally significant mi-
grations of the population took place, innova-
tions, ideas, knowledge, and cults spread.

The success of such hegemony or expan-
sion was directly ensured by the possession
of specific progressive innovations, inven-
tions, technologies or know-how. Therefore,
the archaeological study of a particular so-
ciety for the possession of such innovations
and the study of their typological and tech-
nological development over time is the main
sign of a possible migration or expansion.

No less important were the internal com-
munications of the community: sign, picto-
rial, statuary, ornamental, megalithic, verbal,
musical traditions and, finally, writing as the
most universal way of communication. In
pre-literate societies, the need for a univer-
sal pictorial language of communication was
so urgent that it became the main marker of
self-identification of related and even foreign
societies. This function was also important
in cases of the introduction of individual
clans into a foreign cultural environment,
when, in the conditions of multicultural and
linguistic diversity, a universal communica-
tion tool was required that was understand-
able to everyone.

Internal communications, clothed in the
only mythological form possible in pre-liter-
ate societies, served the purposes of educa-
tion, upbringing, transfer of information and
knowledge, forming the ideological basis of
community, successfully ensuring hegemony
and hierarchy within the clan of close rela-
tives.
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Elite and powerful clans, combined with
the secret innovations they possessed, suc-
cessfully used this «language» for their own
purposes of hegemony and domination over
less progressive and developed societies,
forming a thin superstratum of the nobility
in such societies, often ethnically alien to
them. But it was these elite clans, the nobility
and the stratum of leaders/priests/shamans,
that became the main carriers of fine tradi-
tions and innovations, and social progress in
general.

The factors and features noted above form
a complex model of communication and
interaction of the most ancient societies in
the steppe Eurasia, which at different stages
of the historical process constantly demon-
strates the inevitable hegemony or expansion
of small but progressive clans that subjugat-
ed significant groups of the less technologi-
cally advanced population, even sometimes
not changing their ethnic identity.

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Abstract

Aim. To refine the ideas on Bronze Age ethno-cultural processes in the steppe-foothills borderland,
based on newly introduced landmarks.

Methodology. A description of previously unknown Bronze Age kurgans in the steppe regions of North
Ossetia is provided. Using the stratigraphic method, the relative chronology of burials in wooden
boxes relative to the Middle Bronze Age catacombs of the Pre-Caucasus is established as well as the
synchrony of the studied Steppe monuments with the periods of the foothill Kuban-terek culture of
the North Caucasus. Based on a comparative typological analysis of bronze ornaments from wooden
boxes, a conclusion is made that they had been imported from the foothills of North Ossetia.
Results. Based on the study findings, the chronological position and linguo-cultural attribution of the
newly introduced Middle Bronze Age sites in the Kuban-Terek watershed is defined.

Research implications. The model of ethno-cultural processes in Bronze Age North Caucasus was
supplemented with new details, and the previously proposed hypothesis about their European origin,
multiculturalism and heterogeneity of the Middle Bronze Age population of the North Caucasus was
confirmed.

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Abstract

Aim. The following article considers a new theory for resolving the longstanding problem of identify-
ing the geographic and temporal origin of Indo-Europeans. All existing theories provided thus far for
the origin of Indo-Europeans suffer from one common error: the approaches presuppose an eco-
nomic deterministic model for understanding historical transformation. However, Indo-Europeans
were a community circumscribed by common language, therefore culture seems a more proper
domain for analysis of origins than does an economistic approach.

Methodology. The Indo-European population as a bounded community, however, is circumscribed
by its common cultural formation, that of language. In this paper, we present an alternative theory
for the emergence of Indo-Europeans and situate this origin in time and place. We rely on the We-
berian hypothesis of a spiritual axial shift spurring an early prehistoric cultural transformation. By
synthesizing historical linguistic and archaeological evidence, the approach offered below aims to
the solve problems corresponding to a vulgar materialism’s economic determinist approach to Indo-
European origin.

Results. This paper proposes that the proper basis for analysis of cultural origins of Indo-Europeans
resides at the level of spiritual production. A shortcoming of traditional archaeological formulations
is its reliance on materialist models for spiritual and cultural concerns.

Research implications. By shifting the methodological and theoretical framing of the problem, this
paper seeks to bypass the perpetual circling of the problem by proponents of the materialist model.
This article is an English translation and adaptation of the Russian draft version.

Introduction

In assessing the explanations for the ori-
gin and early fluorescence of the Indo-Euro-
pean language family, we must first clarify
the relevant questions. Do any etymological
elements indicate the relevant sociohistorical
factors involved in the appearance and de-
velopment of Indo-European? Might any of
these elements have had material correlates?
To this second question, this paper addresses
the methodological possibility of marshal-
ling archaeological evidence toward illumi-
nating a proposed prehistoric prototype who
likely played a causal role in the origin of the
Proto-European language family. This paper
contends that based on the synthesis of the
relevant historical linguistic and archaeolog-
ical material evidence, we can attribute the
development of Proto-European to an axial
shift in ritual worship from a communal base
to a theological framework centering indi-
vidual salvation.

The Indo-Europeans are generally taken
as a coherent linguistic community based on

inferences made from historical linguistic
reconstruction and the archaeological record
[2; 32]. A historical etymological analysis of
transformations in signifying nominative
content can provide evidence for the spheres
of life playing a decisive role in the emer-
gence of Indo-European, the language and
the corresponding linguistic community.
Certain ancestral Proto-European lexico-
graphic referents correspond to the material
attributes related to the communities mythic
and prehistoric origin. Further, from these
root referents, specific corporeal and socio-
cultural details can be deduced at the level
of an individual historic prototype. Put an-
other way, historical linguistic analysis of the
Proto-European family group might allow us
to make inferences with high enough resolu-
tion to tell us something about an individ-
ual personage involved in the community’s
mythic and actual prehistoric origin. What
might archaeological evidence have to of-
fer vis a vis «ground-truthing» the linguistic
matters of concern.
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On a broad level, this discussion scru-
tinizes Marx’s thesis that material modes
and relations of production determine an
epiphenomenal superstructure, or ideology,
whether social, political, religious, or in this
case, linguistic. Does historical linguistic re-
construction of the Indo-European linguis-
tic community give credence to the Marx-
ian proposition that the mode and relations
of production determined the expansion of
the community’s linguistic repertoire? Is the
development of the Proto-European linguis-
tic community attributable to transforma-
tions in material economic factors, as is of-
ten proposed, such as horse domestication,
sedentary agriculture, and technologies, for
example, the wheel and chariot? If not mate-
rial economic factors, then what might have
been the independent variables determining
such a rapid expansion of a new family of
languages and cultures?

This paper holds to the thesis that root ref-
erents in a language family can tell us much
about the historical material circumstances
of its speakers. Following from this propo-
sition, then, after the linguistic reconstruc-
tion and analysis of the meaningful repre-
sentational content of an extensive list of the
common roots of time-modified derivatives
of Old Indo-European, we might be able to
single out an associated range of concepts re-
lated to an integrated complex of potentially
verifiable prehistoric material phenomena.
This semiotically and historically associated
bundle of lexicographic elements can then
signify the prehistoric and sociocultural fac-
tors that functionally necessitated the emer-
gence of a new language and culture. These
sociohistorical factors could be economic,
as noted above (migration, novel relations
of production and exchange, technological
innovations), military (new forms of weap-
ons, military conflict and conquest), natural
(drought, climactic fluctuations, natural dis-
asters), or, on the other hand, immaterial, as
in, spiritual or rituo-religious.

Hypotheses of Indo-European
emergence

Indo-Europeanists have traditionally
promoted the economic determinist model
for Indo-European emergence. Despite the-
oretical divergences, the major paradigms,
whether Anatolian, Kurgan or other, all basi-
cally adhere to an orthodox materialist foun-
dational framework.

To put it rather schematically, according
to the Kurgan Hypothesis, Proto-Indo-Euro-
pean origin was inferred to be determined by
the emergences of the following sociohistori-
cal material conditions:

Pastoralism, including the domestication
of cattle, horses, and dogs [1; 30].

Sedentary agriculture founded in cereal
cultivation and the corresponding techno-
logical advancements ascribed to the Late
Neolithic period, for example, the plow [11].

Waterborne transport.

The solid wheel and its use for wagon
transport (not yet spoked wheels for chariot
use)

New offensive weapons, the results of
which were improved conditions for migra-
tion and cultural and economic exchange
and diffusion.

This speculative vision of material deter-
minism at first appears quite plausible. The
theory’s integration into historical linguis-
tics’ hegemonic paradigms has led its propo-
nents to take this set of a priori’s for granted
in their assessment of and inference from
material and linguistic strands of evidence.
Recently, however, newly available empirical
evidence has presented a strong challenge
to the material determinist approach. Most
recently, the latest results of Nature’s paleo-
genetic study of horse domestication has
rejected the traditionally accepted relation-
ship between horseback riding and the mass
diffusion of pastoralists from the steppe into
Eastern Europe, one of the long-proposed
contributors to the spread of the ancestral
Indo-European language [18].

In this paper, we turn from Marx to a dif-
ferent canonical Modern German social the-
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orist, Max Weber, on the question of poten-
tial causes for Indo-European development
and expansion. Specifically, Max Weber’s
sociology of religion offers us an alternative
approach to thinking about the relationship
between material and culture, or, in Marxian
terms, material and superstructure. This pa-
per takes a language system as correspond-
ing to that sphere that might provisionally be
called «culture», conceived in the most con-
servative terms as having something to do
with a shared system of ideas or beliefs. To
Mary, this is conceptualized in terms of ide-
ology, or superstructure, and is determined
by material modes and relations of produc-
tion. But Weber inverts this formula. Weber
hypothesized the origination of a categori-
cally new normative world religion at some
hazy point in the imaged prehistoric period.
Weber hypothesized that this religious trans-
formation contingently fueled the motor
of a historical rupture, which at first glance
appears reminiscent of Hegel’s Spirit driv-
ing the triumphalist dialectical progression
of history. But for Weber, this process was
couched in a contingent set of sociohistorical
conditions rather than these conditions hav-
ing been necessitated by dialectical historical
determinants.

Weber, though, could do little more than
speculate, making inferences about an origi-
nal sociohistorical state of nature as a kind
of thought experiment, very much in the
line with classical European social theorists
from Hobbes, Locke, and Rousseau through
Marx through Nietzsche. For these think-
ers, that hypothetical pristine mythic origin
sets up a series of philosophical deductions
in the theorist’s elaboration of a social sys-
tem. Weber hypothesized a contingent mo-
ment that initiated a feedback loop in his-
torical development. This was the moment
of an axial transformation from the ritual
protagonist residing on the scale of the tribe
as a community to the protagonist being
scaled down to the unit of the individual
subject in his relation to salvation. This, in
the end, is what distinguishes Weber’s ap-
proach from Marx’s. Rather than material

economic determinants, Weber points his
finger at a spiritual cause for historical rup-
ture. But, of course, relevant archaeological
evidence being unavailable at the time, We-
ber was limited to parlor room speculation.
Might recent archaeological advances allow
us to subject Weber’s hypothetic origin mo-
ment to scientific verification? What would
be the material correlates of Weber’s theory
of spiritual factors playing the decisive role
in a proposed moment of dramatic social
and historical transformation and growth?
Could Weber’s theory of contingent spiritual
determinism offer us ways forward in con-
ceptualizing Indo-European emergence and
rapid expansion?

A shift in the ritual terrain from the tribe
to the individual was likewise a shift in the
grounds of salvation. With this Weberian
transformation, ritual (what we might pro-
visionally call «religion») afforded the indi-
vidual subject protection from turmoil, pain,
disaster, and all manner of misfortune. A
shift in the frame from the tribe to the indi-
vidual would have required of the communi-
ty a new cognition of individual subjectivity.
This transformation would have required a
differentiation and diversification of vocab-
ulary that could account for an individual’s
subjective interiority. That is, this proposed
Weberian moment would have played a
pivotal role in the linguistic articulation of
prehistoric subjectivity. We might be able to
identify, through historical linguist analysis,
a prehistoric moment of growth of a host of
lexical signifiers, which would be associated
to each other by their common reference
to emotions of deprivation—emotions that
would demand salvation for the individual
subject.

By analyzing the Old Indo-European
roots of a proliferating cluster of words de-
noting these emotions of deprivation and
inferring the process of the words’ formation
based on their representational content, we
might designate the semantic boundaries
of the cluster and the functional reasons for
their initial appearance in relation to the rap-
id development of a new language. Follow-
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ing, we can infer the primary material fac-
tors responsible for triggering the language’s
emergence. Transformative conditions re-
lated to these new words that are inflected
by negative connotations could be traced to
various causal factors: natural, economic,
health-related, or interpersonal. Based on
the semantic and functional content of the
related derivative words, we can determine
conditioning factors for the linguistic trans-
formation. With the Weberian hypothetical
transition from communal to individual sal-
vation, linguistic expressions of subjective
interiority would have become necessary,
both for the supplications efficacy and for
the weight of potential salvation to be mean-
ingful to the supplicant. The more figurative
and concretely specific the verbal formula-
tion, the more deeply the subjective effects
of a promised salvation. The previous tribal
verbal formulations foreclosed a diversifica-
tion of the expressiveness of an individual’s
interiority.

As a linguistic example, in Russian, one
of the foundational denotations of negative
affect is the word beda, which means the
loss of someone or something. A synonym
of this expression of trouble in Russian, the
Slavic derivative of which has Indo-Europe-
an roots, is the word gore. In Ukrainian, the
word is hore; in English, «grief»; in German,
gram; in Latin, gravis; in ancient Greek, Bore-
as, «north,» and OAfyig thlipsis [3], «tension»
(in a figurative sense), «oppression», «mis-
fortune», which is extended in the meanings
of «grief» and «sorrow». For the purposes
of the present argument, it is worth empha-
sizing that grief, as an affective response to
loss, might only be redeemed by a religious
compact offering the individual redemptive
salvation.

An analysis of the origin of the Slavic gore
leads us to the common Indo-European root
of a host of derivative language branches:
Balto-Slavic, Germanic, Romance, Celtic, In-
do-Aryan. Finally, the Slavic word for «grief»
is derived from the Proto-Indo-European
stem *g¢werH-, which also serves as the root
of the aforementioned words in a host of re-

lated Proto-European language branches, as
well as extinct proto-languages which in turn
derived from the Proto-Slavic root gora.

At first, seemingly paradoxically, the Pro-
to-Indo-European ancestral root to the Rus-
sian word for grief (gore), *gwerH-, signifies
«to express approval»; «to praise, to elevate»;
as well as denoting something that is «high,
big, large»; «fire, flame, heat», «praise, ap-
prove» and «priest». The derivative in Greek
is y7jpv¢ in Dorian, papug («voice»); and in
Old Irish, gair («call, cry»). Despite Vasmar’s
objections, this root can also, with high prob-
ability, be related to the Gothic, kara («com-
plaint, mourning»); and possibly too, with
that language’s word, hora, meaning, «sing-
ing/crying» and «dancing», since this word,
also, through semiotic association, relates to
«voice», voiced actions, and a kind of voiced
expression [26].

This cluster of related linguistic mor-
phological structures and their associated
meanings are, remarkably, in accordance
with archaeological evidence of a particular
prehistoric prototype as expressed in a single
individual. This cluster of meanings associ-
ated with and derived from the proto-root,
*owerH-, seemingly disparate as they are,
converge at an entangled semantic knot in
a particular human burial; in its phenotype,
associated grave goods, and ritual context.
This burial was uncovered at the site Kurgan
1 near Purcari (Moldova), on the northwest-
ern Black Sea coast. The individual was a
member of the 21st Usatove culture group.
Among the material characteristics I aim to
relate to the cluster of related linguistic ref-
erents noted above are the signs of a cult of
immortality, the elevated stature of the indi-
vidual and the height of the mound in which
he was buried, a wound with a flint arrow-
head lodged in his right femur, and evidence
of ritual imitation surrounding the burial in
a confined radius, outlining a zone of mimet-
ic ritual worship. Foreseeably, without effec-
tive treatment of this buried subject’s wound,
the post-traumatic and psychopathological
symptom of epilepsy could have been noted
in the prototype, the result of which would
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have been a heightened state of charisma in
the individual. This condition, epilepsy (fall-
ing sickness), is denoted by the Serbo-Cro-
atian word, zora, another clear derivative of
*gwerH-.

Charisma, of course, would induce a
change in the personality of the victim, en-
dowing him with ecstatic leadership quali-
ties amenable to ritually uniting various
factions and competing powers. Objections
could be made that it was likely common for
someone to be struck by an arrow in the leg
during the period in question. To that, we re-
spond that this symptom, and the probable
corresponding charisma, alongside the other
relevant semantically associated material in-
dexes can be taking together as a particular
cluster of factors that could, under the pre-
cise contingent sociohistorical conditions,
result in the prototypical emergence of a new
ritual worldview, the topic of which we are
presently concerned.

This archaeological evidence was uncov-
ered by E. Yarovoj at the excavations at Pur-
cari kurgan, the ritual replication of which
is present in the distribution zone (Fig. 1).
These mimetic ritual practices are evidenced
in other human burials by the presence of
flint-arrows embedded in the soft tissue of
their lower limbs. This area is also defined
by the coterminous prevalence of dynastic
symbolic representations in the form of thyr-
soidal pin badges worn on the breast of an
ancestor-heros probable descendants. Being
fashioned from valuable Late Neolithic ma-
terial — copper, silver — these were not utili-
tarian adornments. The zone of superimpo-
sition of these two phenomena - flint arrows
lodged in lower limbs and symbolic dynastic
adornments - in the context of a single spati-
otemporal culture can be considered the ear-
liest evidence for a Pra-Dionysian cult, given
the correspondence of these visual signs
with elements in the Pra-Dionysian mythol-
ogy plot (see Fig. 2 for detailed summary of
archaeological evidence for Purcari culture’s
relation to Pra-Dionysian mythology and
corresponding Indo-European origin). Spe-
cifically, twice-born Dionysus was first born

of a flash of lightning and then born a sec-
ond time from the right thigh of Zeus, who
had stitched Dionysus into his leg during the
death of Dionysus’s mother, Semele. Zeus be-
came temporarily lame through this act, and
his son, Dionysus, was called «the child of a
crippled». Further, this mythological occur-
rence corresponds to onomastic meanings of
the northwestern Black Sea culture region:
the hydronyms of Tiras, Nistru and Dniester
rivers; the ethnonym Agathyrsi and epony-
mous Agathyrsus, which mean «lame». These
words have similar roots as differentially de-
rived variants of a single theonym as well as
the reconstructed name of the thyrsoidal pin
badges uncovered in excavations. This is the
term used for «stafb» associated specifically
with the myth of Dionysus only. As noted
above, the two archaeological distribution
zones, that of the pin badges and of the ritual
imitations of the arrow shooting of the lower
limb, correspond in that they can be con-
sidered a single catchment area, or a single
culture area. Taken together, the historical
linguistic and archaeological strands of evi-
dence and their semiotic associations sug-
gest that this culture area provides credence
to the thesis that a spiritual transformation
was responsible for emergence of Indo-Eu-
ropeans as a linguistic community. Through
analyzing the common roots and associated
significations for a host of Indo-European
languages, we can lend some credence to
Max Weber’s hypothesis that a new ritual
form, one that shifted the locus of salvation
to the individual, played a role in the initial
take-off of Indo-Europeans, the language
and linguistic community.

We must first note that the reconstructed
ancestral roots noted above are predomi-
nantly verbal forms and could be in use be-
fore the Proto-European branches diverged.
This suggests, for example, that words such
as «phallus» could have initially referred to a
host of denotations with a unifying principle
of action. «Elevation», as such, for example
did not yet exist in the form of a separate
nominative form. The explanation, for this
convergence of meanings would be uncov-

ered in a single ancestral verbal root that
diverged and diversified as denotations were
sedimented in different nominatives. In this
case, a candidate for that root is *gwerH- as,
in its reconstruction and analysis, the word
relates semantically to several denotations in
the mythological plot of the birth of Dionysus.
The myth incorporates meanings associated
with the worship of a cult of fertility. Based
on structural semantic reconstruction, those
denotations were derived from an ancestral
root during the development and branching
of Indo-European languages.

In a later derivative form, the Russian
word for «grief» shows itself to have emerged
from novel conditions of ritual practice,
practices informed by a belief in individual
salvation in the form of immortality. This
fact of the word’s semantic and semiotic

origin and evolution is yet another strand
of historic linguistic evidence the thesis of
a ritual determination of the proliferation
and specification of words and their mean-
ings during Proto-European development.
The functional meanings crystallized in this
Russian word characterize the determinant
of human relationships, not material eco-
nomic causes. Further, two other referents
of a form of this particular Slavic derivative
are «health» and «epilepsy». This relic deno-
tation likely points to another factor in the
subjective state of grief. Based on semantic
analysis, grief likely derived, as an affective
state, from bodily malady and a concomitant
psychopathological symptom. This constel-
lation of physical and affective meanings in
the ancestral root indicates the way that the
promise of individual salvation was a criti-
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cal precursor in this critical Proto-European
root. That is, this constellation of meanings
coheres with Weber’s thesis for the spiritual
production of history and culture. This con-
trasts with the conventional thesis of mate-
rial economic determinants of Proto-Euro-
pean emergence.

To take another parallel semantic exam-
ple, the Bulgarian word gora means «moun-
tain» and clearly derives from the same an-
cestral root as the Russian word for «grief»,
gore. This word in Bulgarian means «for-
est, thicket, wood» as well as the obsolete
nominal «mountain man» in the sense of a
tall man, or giant. The internal consistency
of meaning is found in a common ancestral
meaning of something or someone high up,
or tall. Moreover, one meaning for the an-
cestral form *gwerH- is likewise something
that is high in elevation or stature. This root
referent is found in the mythological appear-
ance of the cult of Dionysus. Associated with
this mythological context are the derivative
words meaning «mountain» (high barrow)
and «wood/forest» (flora as signifying fer-
tility), both having their common origin in
Indo-European. To understand this signifi-
cance, one must assume a vantage point from
the foundation and broad commonality ex-
pressed in the mythological denotations. The
root word diversified and was specified in re-
lation to its semantic and structural content.
There was a functional need for proliferating
derivative meanings that could be situated
within a myth and its attendant diverse and
specific subjective elements. This clarifies the
ritual explanation for the derived meanings,
a necessitation of an expansion of vocabulary
so that the supplicant could make manifold
subjective claims to immortal salvation. This
ritual and mythological intersubjective set-
ting required linguistic and self-referential
vocalization beyond indexical facial expres-
sions and bodily gestures. And observing the
ancestral linguistic semantic referents, we
note the prevalence of significations connot-
ing this intersubjective relationship between
supplicant and confessor. These contrast
meanings related to economic and other ma-

terial factors. In the Bulgarian example, the
entangled meanings in the word gora, «for-
est» and «giant», are united by a ritual semi-
otic, connected by analogy to fertility, the rit-
ual context of which is explained by a cult of
fertility. And that is precisely what we note in
reference to the archaeological evidence not-
ed above: a material analog in the initial leg
injury of an ancestor-hero and its ritual rep-
lication in the identified catchment culture
area. These are the precise functional ritual
circumstances one might expect to serve as a
determinative precursor to the themes found
in the myth of Dionysus’s birth and the com-
monality of meaning in the derivative forms
of the Proto-European word *gwerH-.

One more example. One of the cognates
in the long list of derivates to the stem *gw-
erH- is the Old Church Slavic term- zhrti (an
alternative form of zreti), the root of which is
the Proto-Slavic *zrti. It is generally assumed
that this word is related to the Proto-Balto-
Slavic *girtei, which means «praise». And
tellingly, the Sanskrit word IOTTId (grnati)
likewise means «to praise, call». This is a case
where the ritual root determinant of the word
remains in its contemporary usage. Some
might protest that the meaning of the ances-
tral root *gwerH-, as indicated by some of its
derivatives, must have been material disaster,
evidence of a non-religious material deter-
minant. They might point to the Belarusian
garets («to burn», «to be devoured by fire»),
relating as it does to the Russian word gore
and the Ukrainian gore, both of which refer
to trouble in a general sense. But this point is
outweighed by the ample evidence provided
above, showing the most probable founda-
tional meaning of this root Proto-European
word is a ritual context of a particular ances-
tral fertility cult, the ultimate goal of which
is to achieve individual immortality, or to re-
deem and rectify the subjective state of grief.
Secondly, without exception, these meanings
are materialized in the material prehistoric
prototype inferred from the combination
of archaeological and historic linguistic evi-
dence. This is the culture area demarcated by
the prevalence of characteristics of the Pra-
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Dynastic orgiastic cult of immortality: the
superimposed regions containing evidence
of ritual injury of a lower extremity and the
numerous valuable thyrsoidal pin badges.
And if in the ancient Greek the derivative of
this ancestral root (*gwerH-), Boreas, means
«north, then we might expect the ancestral
geographic origin to be located north of the
ancient Greeks in Peloponnese and the Ae-
gean, precisely in the region of the North-
western Black Sea where the relevant archae-
ological evidence has been identified. Could
this not be the Hyperborea, the mythohistoric
ancestral land of the ancient Greeks that has
occupied scholars for generations?

In sum, the correspondences between the
linguistic reconstructive and archaeological
material evidence illuminate the emergence
of an ancestral ritual theology shifting the
locus of salvation from the tribal community
to the individual. This ritual basis for the
fluorescence of Indo-European, the language
and the community of practice, is consist-
ent with Weber’s sociological deduction of
a spiritual foundation for an ancestral con-
tingent historical transformation. The Indo-
European ancestral root for an assemblage of
derivative contemporary linguistic elements
and their meanings further clarifies the re-
lation between religious belief and the rup-
ture, subsequent development, and eventual
divergent evolution of the Indo-European
language family. The host of associated sig-
nifications of derivatives of g*werH - «some-
thing high up, fire, priest, sacrifice» — along
with ritual affective states and practices -
«bard, poet, dance, song, crying, invocation,
death knell» - further point to a ritual basis
for the expansion of Indo-European words
and their referents.

Although many infirmities might cause
of the troubles expressed in the word «grief»,
only one retains its significance in light of the
archaeological evidence. That is the word for
«epilepsy», shown in the material evidence
of a severe skeletal injury and the inferred in-
fectious fever in a Purcari shaman-chieftain
of the Usatovo culture. This, too, establishes
Weber’s proposed ritual foundation for his-

torical transformation and corollary, in this
case, linguistic development. We have speci-
fied this culture area as coterminous with the
origin of Indo-European, related as the area
is with material traits of Pra-Dionysism in
the northwestern Black Sea region.

While considering the credibility of this
archaeolinguistic evidence for an axial shift
in religious worship, we must anticipate re-
sponses that this argument is unduly self-as-
sured and self-confident. Beyond establish-
ing an origin point post-facto, do we have
enough evidence to primarily infer a histori-
cal prototype related to a transformation in
spiritual belief? Do we have the evidence to
support a relationship between spiritual be-
lief and the material signs of the lower ex-
tremities and the image of an arrow as seen
in the archaeological evidence? We must
succinctly end this paper by summarizing
the lines of evidence allowing for the infer-
ence of this prehistoric relationship:

The association of lower extremity and
the image of an arrow with subsequent Indo-
European mythological tropes:

The weak point of Achilles, his heel.

Krishna’s body being invincible except
for the soles of his feet. And it is this part of
his body that a fatal arrow strikes.

In Ferdowsi’s epic Shahnameh («Epic of
Kings»), legendary Persian hero Esfandiyar’s
body is believed to be invulnerable, until
Rostam strikes his eye with a double-headed
arrow.

Soslan’s knees were unprotected, and it
was his knees that what were struck by a fly-
ing wheel.

The Irish hero Congancnes mac Dedac
can only be killed by red hot spits lodged in
his soles and thrust up into his shins.

As a result of churning the thighs of King
Vena in Hindu mythology, a new man was
born, Bahu (9Tg) or Bahuka (9Tg#) (Bac-
chus in Greek) [7]. The sages began to knead
the dead king’s thighs. After the kneading, a
dwarf appearing like a short pillar emerged
from the thighs. The dwarf came to be called
Nishada from, the word for sitting in «The
Vishnu Purana».
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Heroes are historically endowed with
charismatic qualities causing them to stand
apart from their peers. In battles, these fig-
ures attain immortal glory. This charisma
can be the result of epilepsy as a psychoso-
matic symptom resulting from an infected
wound. Weber speaks of charisma as one of
the critical variables in an axial shift toward
belief in individual salvation.

An axial shift in religious belief toward
individual salvation necessitates the need
for new language expressing subjectivity and
interiority so that the supplicant might ad-
equately communicate to a deity confessor.
The plots of many mythological narratives
rely on such an interpersonal relationship
between the hero and his father.

Conclusion

All these facts point to the probability
of identifying a prehistoric prototype from
which Indo-European mythological tropes
diverged and evolved. This fact is supported
by the identification of the association be-
tween a Purcari burial and the image of an
arrow striking his thigh. Surrounding this
point lies a culture area and catchment area
evidencing the ritual replication of this origi-
nal injury. V. I. Ivanov calls this constellation
of ritual factors Pra-Dionysus. We might use

his inference to further elaborate these fac-
tors’ relationship with the emergence of a
new culture its language, today called «the
Old Indo-European ancestral layer».

In the absence of documentary evidence,
with the interdisciplinary archaeolinguistic
method articulated here, we might identify
a probable prehistoric prototype as the con-
tingent origin point for the development
and growth of a new language and corollary
culture. Neither archaeology nor linguistics
alone is able to incontestably argue this point.
Archaeology and anthropology, more gen-
erally, are concerned with identifying types
and patterns. And one identifies a type by the
presence of particular attributes or their ab-
sences. Comparisons attained on the basis of
presence or absence are unable to account for
particular prehistoric origins. The fragmen-
tary nature of archaeological evidence further
undermines its probability of identifying an
origin point. Historical linguistics, when tak-
en alongside archaeological evidence, does,
on the other hand, allow for such possibilities
of specifying a material origin. In this paper,
we have laid out a line of inquiry based on the
affordances provided by bringing archaeolog-
ical and historical linguistic methods together.

POPULATION-GENETIC HISTORY OF THE ETRUSCANS ORIGIN

Abstract

Aim. To determine the Etruscan homeland by the analysis of available genetic data.

Methodology. Comparison of published data from literature sources obtained by different bioinfor-
matics methods is the main approach.

Results. The author disputed the conclusions about the uniquely autochthonous origin of the Etrus-
cans in ltaly. Although the author agrees that the Etruscan gene pool was formed by the common
population process for all inhabitants of the Apennine Peninsula, that is the trace of a special migra-
tion from the Aegean basin is absent at the turn of the Bronze and Iron Ages, there are migration of
the Etruscan ancestors could occur in earlier eras.

Research implications. Three possible ways of migration from the Aegean region and Asia Minor
have been described that could occur 1) in the early Neolithic, 2) in the late Neolithic, 3) in the late
Bronze Age. The importance of a more detailed study of two migrations is indicated: of the Aegean
population movement to Sicily in the 2" millennium BC and the population of Kumtepe to the Apen-
nine Peninsula at the end of the Neolithic period.

ABOUT THE ORIGIN OF KIZIL-KOBA CULTURE

Aim. To develop the concept of the genesis of the Kizil-Koba culture. This concept is based on mod-
ern chronological data and the collected materials of the Kizil-Koba culture monuments.
Methodology. The analysis of materials of early Kizil-Koba culture is carried out. Based on the ob-
tained chronological data, the earliest monuments of the Kizil-Koba culture are identified. The chro-
nology and periodization of these monuments is clarified. A comparative analysis of the early Kizil-
Koba culture with the cultures of the Northern Black Sea region of the Late Bronze Age — Early Iron
Age (9"—7" centuries BC) is carried out.

Results. The article proposes a hypothesis according to which the Kizil-Koba culture was formed on
the basis of the Late Belozerskaya culture of the Foothill Crimea in the 110-9™ centuries BC, under
the influence of the Hallstatt cultures of the Northwestern Black Sea region.

Research implications. The work uses new chronological data, archival materials that have not been
published before, or have been partially published. This contributes to solving the problem of the
genesis of the Kizil-Koba culture.

BELT PLAQUES OF THE «ISTI-SU TYPE»: ORIGIN, TYPOLOGY, SEMANTICS

Abstract

Aim. To analyze the bird-shaped bronze plaques of the “Isti-Su type” of the eastern variant of the
Koban culture dated to the 65 centuries BC.

Methodology. The article summarizes the practical experience of Russian archaeologists’ research
into this issue. With the help of historical-typological, stylistic, semiotic methods, the stylistic fea-
tures of plaques, their origin, typology, and semantics are studied.

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Results. There are 2 groups of plaques that differ in proportions, style, ornamentation, and the num-
ber of holes for attaching to the belt. The early plaques are marked by the influence of Middle Eastern
art, and the later ones by Late Koban and Scythian art. The semantics of their images is associated
with the cult of fertility and has prototypes in Middle Eastern art and mythology. Early samples were
made to order by Far Eastern masters, and later there were imitations made by local North Caucasian
masters.

Research implications. The results of the study summarize the experience of almost 80 years of
studying these subjects and contribute to the study of migration processes from the Late Bronze Age
to the Scythian period, as well as the mutual influence of the Far Eastern civilizations’ applied art and
the archaeological cultures of the North Caucasus.

Abstract

Aim. To examine the skeletal remains of 8 individuals (2 men, 5 women, 1 children) discovered in
August 2020 during excavations in the Nor Armavir burial ground.

Methodology. The research methodology involved visual examination of skeletons, their measure-
ments, and descriptions. The applied methodology revealed traces of pathological processes, whose
etiology was further reconstructed.

Results. Trepanation, unintentional parietal deformation and injuries of varying severity on the bones
of the skull and postcranial skeleton were revealed. The article analyzes several methods of treating
buried remains of the Late Iron Age, such as: body dissection and cremation. A moderate develop-
ment of the musculature of the girdle of the upper and lower extremities was observed. Inflamma-

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tory processes on the bones were found in adults and children. The overall health assessment of

individuals should be considered unsatisfactory.

Research implications. The research results contribute to the theory of anthropological expertise.

Abstract

Aim. To characterize the results of the study of the Raevskoye fortified settlement (Krasnodar Krai) at
different stages of the existence of this site.

Methodology. The article summarizes the results of the complex research of the territory of the
Raevskoye fortified settlement and its immediate periphery, conducted from 1998 to the present,
using both classical (excavations) and non-destructive methods.

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Results. Summing up the results of the archaeological research in the Raevskoye settlement, we
note several stages of human development of this territory, starting from the Early Bronze Age and
up to the developed Middle Ages and Modern times. At the same time the main constructions of the
fortress belong to the Antiquity from the 4t century BC to the 1%t century AD and are connected with
the strengthening of the eastern borders of the Bosporan Kingdom.

Research implications. The article summarizes the materials of field and laboratory archaeological
research in 1998-2022, provides new data on the fortification and dating of objects of the Raevskoye
fortified settlement.

ABOUT P. FEDOTOV AND R. ERKERT’S EXCAVATIONS OF SCYTHIAN BURIAL

Abstract

Aim. To determine the authorship and sequence of the first excavations of Scythian mounds in the
vicinity of Stavropol. To introduce into scientific circulation and attribute the complexes excavated
by P. Fedotov and R. Erkert in 1881.

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Methodology. The main content of the study is the analysis of documents related to the first ar-
chaeological excavations in the vicinity of Stavropol in 1881, as well as the analysis of the material
revealed during the excavation. As the main method, the comparative typological one is used. The
comparative analysis of the shapes of ceramics, spindle, bronze mirror with the similar objects from
the monuments of Koban culture and the Northern Black Sea region made it possible to clarify the
chronology of the monuments, as well as to outline the possible directions of product receipts to
the region.

Results. Analysis of the documents showed that the complex of the IV century BC, published by
R. Erkert, from the mound of 1881, stored in the Hermitage, was excavated by P. Fedotov, and the
mound of early Scythian time was investigated by R. Erkert.

Research implications. New material on the topic under study is summarized, information about
the excavations of P. Fedotov and the materials from the excavations of R. Erkert are introduced to

scientific circulation.

Abstract

Aim. To clarify the features of the funeral rite of the ancient population in the Central Caucasus in the
era of the end of the Middle Bronze Age — the beginning of the Late Bronze Age.

Methodology. In the course of the study, a methodology typical for archaeological research was
used, which includes comprehensive and comparative historical methods.

Results. The study revealed a new element in the burial rite of the Central Caucasian monuments of
the early layer of the Koban culture (Koban period 1 a-b) of the Adaydon Necropolis and the Upper
Rutha necropolis.

Research implications. The article presents new, previously unknown features of the funeral rites of
the tribes of the Koban archaeological culture of the Caucasus.

FROM THE HISTORY OF KUBAN ARCHEOLOGY: LOCAL HISTORIAN
KONSTANTIN EFREMOVICH GORB

Abstract
Aim. To consider various aspects of the archaeological activity of the Kuban local historian, school
teacher Konstantin Efremovich Gorb.

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Methodology. The analysis of archival materials and documents of the Institute of Archeology of the
Russian Academy of Sciences, Krasnodar’s Felitsun State Historical and Archaeological Reserve Mu-
seum and Central Archive of MOD of the Russian Federation was carried out. Comparative-historical
and problem-chronological methods of studying the processes of formation of regional archeology
were used in the study.

Results. The article for the first time attempts to collect the few facts about the life and work of a
history teacher, the head of the local history club of School no. 5 of the village of Sovetskaya —
K. E. Gorb. In the 1950s, together with schoolchildren, he explored the valley of the Urup River
from Armavir to the village llyich on the territory of five districts: Armavir, Uspensky, Sovetsky,
Otradnensky and Udobnensky. He discovered and mapped dozens of archaeological sites. K.E. Gorb
conducted an active correspondence with N. V. Anfimov, an employee of the Krasnodar Museum of
Local Lore. Gonclusions are drawn about the significance of the analyzed aspects of his scientific
activity in the study of monuments of the Bronze Age and the Early Iron Age of the North Caucasus.
Research implications. The results of the study contribute to the history of the archeology of the
North Caucasus. This work is of undoubted interest to researchers of the Bronze Age and the Early
Iron Age of the North Caucasus, since for the first time the materials of post-war studies of archaeo-
logical monuments of the Middle Kuban are published. The materials presented in the article can be
used in courses on the history of Russian archaeology and the archaeology of the Caucasus, as well

as in the study of certain aspects of the Bronze Age and the Early Iron Age.
